Public Comment

e Michael Arnot:
Mr. Arnot addressed the gaps in children’s mental health services. He urged the
BHAB to address these gaps and short term and immediately. He also addressed
long term planning that can be done with the MHSA plan. Mr. Arnot provided
some background on the Children’s Collaborative and how the providers that
make up the collaborative are addressing some of the need for children’s mental
health services.

e Tay Sanders-
Mr. Sanders is a participant in the Children’s Mental Health Collaborative, he
highlighted services provided by the Children’s Guidance Center in particular PC
Care an evidence-based practice of parent child interaction therapy. He also
mentioned additional efforts and advocated for ways to continue these efforts.

e Lee Lombardo-
Ms. Lombardo expressed her concern for long wait lists at children’s mental
health clinics. She also expressed a need for children perinatal mental health
services.
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MHRS Chief’s Report — Annette Mugrditchian

e Annette Mugrditchian provided a Mental Health Services and Recovery (MHRS)
update. She provided some highlightsincluding an update on Be Well Irvine and
BHCIP dollars. HCA was awarded $10 million from DHCS in June 2022, for the
continuum and infrastructure program to help fund phase 1 of the Be Well
Campus in Irvine. The grant will help build a crisis building whichwill include
four programs; a Crisis Stabilization Unit (CSU) with 16 adults and 8 adolescent
beds, crisis residential for both adults and adolescents, Substance Use Disorder
(SUD) co-occurring services with withdraw management, and a sobering center
for 12 days. The grant will only pay for the CSU and the sobering center. The
capacity for phase 1 will have approximately ability for eight 8,900 clients
annually and construction is set to begin later this year and finish by late 2024.
Currently, we are in the process of applying for BHCIP round 4 to fund
adolescent residential children and family services. Furthermore, we are in
beginning discussions with the CEQ regarding Care Court to participate in cohort
one which would be October 2023, however, this legislation continues to evolve
atthe state level.

e During Recovery Happens month, HCA is conducting Hope for Recovery,
Addressing the Opioid Crisis in Orange County events in all 5 of the supervisory
districts. The first one is on 8/30/22 in Orange at the Behavioral Health Training
Center and the second one is on 9/7/22 in Fullerton.

e The members engaged in a discussion regarding residential treatment and
withdraw management, to include discussion on adding of more beds and
soliciting more providers.

Drug
Court’s mission is to provide a comprehensive treatment and supervision program to
non-violent offenders charged with drugs. Currently, Drug Court is offered at five
justice centers. DUI Court which was designed back in 2004 with the goal of helping
repeated DUI offenders achieve sobriety while reducing the dangers of driving under
the influence. Currently DUI Court is offered at 4 justice centers and isa 12-18
month voluntary treatment program. Chi Lam provided a comprehensive overview of
the Collaborative Courts which include four court programs which include WIT,
Opportunity Court, Recovery Court, and Assisted Intervention Court. Outcomes data
was provided forall courts. Furthermore, A special guest speaker who graduated
from Drug Court provided his inspirational success story.
